WOAA REP PLAY-OFF RULES - 2022
1) Teams will play a home and away series with each team within their pool, unless otherwise directed by the appropriate Convenor.
2) Round Robin and series games will be completed by the deadline dates stated on the drawsheet.
3) The Finals will be a 4 point series unless both teams agree to a 6 point series.  The Convenor must also approve the 6 point series.
4) Failure to fulfill your WOAA obligations will result in the enactment of the WOAA Play-off Commitment and Team/Centre Sanctions. (See Page 2)

5) One 30 second time-out per team per game.

6) One 10 minute sudden victory overtime period for both the Round Robin and Championship Finals unless additional periods are ordered by convenor.

7) The OMHA tiebreaker formula will be used in the event of a tie in round robin play Reg. 13.3i) in the OMHA Manual.
8) It is the HOME team’s responsibility to ensure that scores from ALL WOAA Play-off games are recorded on TheOneDB. (If teams are using electronic gamesheets through Gamesheet Inc., scores should automatically report to TheOneDB. Ensure at game’s end that the electronic gamesheet has been submitted via the cloud on the iPad).
9) It is the home team’s responsibility to supply registered and qualified game officials.  (See WOAA Minor Hockey Manual of Operations - Section M)

10) The WOAA Division Convenor should be contacted by the Home team when there could be a possible WOAA Playoff Championship trophy presentation.

1. All WOAA Rep Teams are required to participate in League Playoffs.
2. In accordance with Hockey Canada, no league play-off games can be played during the March Break black-out period defined as starting the Saturday beginning March Break until the Friday ending the week of March Break inclusive.

Team/Centre Sanctions

 Any team failing to fulfill their WOAA Playoff commitments subject to review of the Minor Hockey Committee may face the following sanctions:

1.  The Team will be suspended from further competition for the remainder of the season, including tournaments. 

 Regulation 13.1 e) - All teams qualifying for OMHA or OHF Playdowns must fulfill their obligation to their association(s). Regulation 13.1 f) Failure to comply with Regulations 13.1 d) or 13.1 e) may result in a one-year suspension of the team.

 19.2 d) The Manager and Coach of any team once accepting an invitation to a tournament who fail to notify the Tournament Director that they cannot meet their obligation to the tournament at least twenty days (20) days before the tournament, will be suspended for eight (8) league games or thirty days of the playing season. See Regulation 19.2 f).  Regulation 19.2 g) - Any team required to withdraw from a tournament because of failure to meet league commitments shall not be entitled to a refund of any tournament fee paid. 
2. Team Officials rostered to a team failing to fulfill playoff commitments will be suspended for five (5) games each, commencing the first regular season game the following hockey season and may be staggered as determined by the League Convenor.

3. A team suspended for any reason, before they complete their playoffs will have all their playoff games (played and un-played) removed from the schedule. No results from games with a suspended team will be used in final calculations. 
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
